This year, the puppetry team was formed and had the
practice every Wednesday in ECA lessons. The team
attended  ‘Story to Stage” Puppetry Competition on
March 28" 2019 with the show  ‘Shark on the Ark’ . The
teachers and the team paid a lot of time and effort in the
preparation and rehearsals, and in return, they were awarded
with lots of fun. All pupils agreed that they had done a great
job in the performance. According to the NET, the team had
to respond quickly to the change in rules and schedules of
the competition, therefore extra pressure was added on both
the teachers and the team. With their close co-operation,
they tackled all the problems and finally put the show on
stage in March.

On 18" March, the NET and the panel chair led a group of
pupils out to the Helena May to explore the history of old
Hong Kong. The pupils were exposed to a whole language
environment and tasted the traditional English tea in that
afternoon.

Reflection and Suggestions

1. The panel chairs would recommend our pupils to join similar video recording activities or competitions so that they can apply their IT skills in English Language and learn

the lessons of the stories.

2. Both the story sharing activity (P1-P3) and story writing competition(P4-P6) are effective in bringing out the moral lessons. Next year, we’ 11 enhance these two activities

so that pupils can get better understanding of the moral lessons.

3. Regarding the Friday Reading, with the positive feedback from the pupils, the panel will continue to co-operate with the school library for organizing Friday Reading

Activities and explore for more co-operation.

4.  Regarding the visits and puppetry competition, their effectiveness is difficult to measure. However, we are sure that pupils like to learn English out of the classroom. Thus,

in the future, we will continue to organize similar learning activities to boost up pupils’

As a strategy of the year, the librarian teacher scheduled the
NET, ELTAs and 2 LETs to read English stories to different
classes every Friday morning. These teachers intentionally
chose books for coaching pupils some morality at the same
time. According to the pupil survey, nearly 90% of the
students liked this storytelling. Also, the number of English
books borrowed from the library rose from 2496 to 4286 this
year, with an increase of 72%. In the stakeholder survey, 51%
of the pupils agreed that they often read books and magazines
at their leisure time. With this positive data, we will continue
to promote this strategy next year.

The teacher librarian introduced non-fiction books from
In2era and encouraged P1 to P3 to read further on their own.
As reported by the teacher librarian, she could only read about
twice with each class. Therefore the effectiveness of her work
in this regard should not be great.

Regarding to online reading, all post-reading exercises were
transferred to Google Classroom at the beginning of the term
in order to provide more convenience to the subject teachers.
The subject teachers also agreed that it was easier for them to
monitor the progress of their pupils this year. However, the
average completion is only 65%, which is lower than
expected. It may be due to the change in the school policy that
no pupils should be penalized for zero submission.

In 1" term, a school-based workshop was held to inform
teachers of the new functions of Google in education. At the
end of the year, 86% of the teachers showed that they often
use Google Classroom for their teaching. In the panel
meetings, all P1 to P6 teachers exchanged their motivating
and effective lesson designs. For senior classes, all teachers
used IT as the main tools in their lessons. 98% of the P5 and
P6 pupils agreed that their tablets are very useful tools for
them to learn English. Google Classroom is a handy platform
for teachers and pupils to communicate.

With the supervision of the teachers, the
completion rate was satisfactory in the past few years.
However, due to the change in the school policy, no students
should be penalized for zero completion. The completion rate
dropped to 19% this year, though Talent stamps were awarded

for successful submission.

In respond to the new changes, the panel may have to find a
substitution for i-Learner, which can motivate pupils to learn
on their own.

(Same as  P.6---3.2.4)Regarding to online reading, all
post-reading exercises were transferred to Google Classroom
at the beginning of the term in order to provide more
convenience to the subject teachers. The subject teachers also
agreed that it was easier for them to monitor the progress of
their pupils this year. However, the average completion is
only 65%, which is lower than expected. It may be due to the
change in the school policy that no pupils should be penalized

for zero submission.

Reflection and Suggestions

Next year, we will continue to simplify and combine EEGS pre-tasks into booklets. Further to this change, we may consider combining the writings and re-writings into booklets as

well.

Pupils will be awarded on other good

In2era has been used as the reading platform for 6 years already. Although the platform has more than 400 hundred titles that are graded and of different genres, many of the books
have been read already by the active readers. Thus, the panel has to explore some other substitute for enhancing the reading ability and interests of pupils.

interests and confidence are boosting, the panel may consider introducing classic stories into the lessons for both language enhancement and moral education.

As IT resources for education 18 still expanding, other than Google Classroom, the panel will keep open for other platforms and apps that can be used in our teaching and learning.

Reflection and suggestions
L. In P1 to P3 literacy lessons, the teaching of phonics should be speed up next year.
2. The NET suggested that intervention should be made for the weak readers next year.
3. In previous years, the DTS package was welcomed by the PS5 pupils. Pupils enjoyed the stories and activities in the package. It is strongly suggested that the package will be used again next
year.
4, STAR is a handy platform for formative assessment. It can be used more often in future as it can provide a clear and accurate picture of pupils’ reading levels.
Besides spelling competition, more games can be used to motivate pupils to spell on English Activity Week or English Monday.
6. The reading skills and interests of our pupils still need to be addressed in the coming year especially in P4, PS and P6. Therefore, it is suggested that a regular reading lesson should be arranged
so that pupils can be exposed to different readers.

This year, with constant and intensive exposure to authentic
English, more than 99.5% of the pupils agreed that the English
Enhancement Project is effective in enhancing their speaking
ability and confidence. According to the parent survey, 96% of
the P1 to P3 parents want their children to be in the English
Enhancement classes when they are promoted to P4. Parents
believe that the English Enhancement Project can help their
children enhance in speaking and listening.

It is difficult to measure pupils’ improvement in speaking and
listening with their marks in the exams. These marks cannot
reflect pupils’ real performance in daily speaking and
listening. Other than scoring, subject teachers all agreed that
there were plenty of opportunities giving to these classes for
enhancing their speaking and listening. The teachers witnessed
that many pupils are more confident than before.

Subject teachers of 4A, 4B, 5A, 5B, 6A and 6B all agreed that
pupils could speak better in lesson activities when compared to
their performance at the beginning of the year.

In these classes, the subject teachers and the ELTAs often
design special learning activities in class so that pupils could
learn with more interaction and better motivation. The teaching
materials were saved already in the teachers’  drive.

For P6A and 6B, interview workshops were arranged in class
time and the 1" recess respectively. Finally, every pupils have
met the ELTA for at least two times in the interviews. Brief
reports were sent back to pupils for their reference.

In P5, 4 language learning videos were developed for
motivating and enriching English learning by the ELTA,
subject teachers and pupils. 97% of the pupils agreed that the
videos are useful in learning English.
