As there was the social movement in the 1% term and the
school was suspended in the 2" term due to Covid-19,
the teaching schedules were seriously behind. None of
the levels could finish the planned schedules.




However, the data shows that pupils like the reading
lessons. In the student survey, 92% of the pupils agreed
that they like the activities held in the Classic Reader
lessons. In APASO, 95% of the pupils agreed that they
can learn useful and important knowledge at school.

Both ‘The Giving Tree” and “The Lion, the Witch and
the Wardrobe” have strong moral and religious messages
embedded and worth to be kept as our readers. Also,
pupils were positive in the reading lessons, therefore, the
panel is considering to use classic readers in P2 and P3 as
well.

As reflected by the subject teachers, “The Lion, the
Witch and the Wardrobe” is too difficult for our P5 and
P6 in terms of plot and language, whereas “The Giving
Tree” can be used in P3 for its simple language.
Therefore, classic reader list will be edited for next year.

3.1.4 *At the end of the term, a
reading fun day will be organized
for pupils to summarize the
lessons they learned from the
classic stories.

Reflection and Suggestions

1. The story sharing activity (P1-P3) will be organized again next year because it is effective in bringing out moral lessons by the pupils themselves.

2. Regarding the Friday Reading, in order to match with the core value of the year, the librarian teacher will help more in choosing books for the NET and ELTAs.

3. To make the Fun Reading Day more manageable, the English panel will suggest to organize the day at the end of the 2" term for one level only.

4. As the classic readers are welcome by the pupils and facilitate value education, the panel suggests to extend the reading lessons to P2 and P3 and the classic reader list

will be edited.

The NET thought
this theme blended the key learning areas of science,
art and English, and the English lexicon necessary to
cover this topic was well within the scope of the P1
English curriculum. On STEAM day, the scientific
investigations were made approachable for young
learners, through various simple experiments. This
format of experience also enabled students to work
collaboratively with their peers as they worked
alongside each other. Also when students discovered
interesting facts and answers to the questions posed,
they noted down their results on their little data record
booklets.

Reflection and Suggestions

1. In order to boost up pupils’ motivation and self-learning, the panel will continue to use the Talent Stamp Award on e-reading. Subject teachers will also use the stamps flexibly for pupils’ other
good performance in and out of the class.

2. Regarding the introduction of non-fiction books to P1 to P3, and as the library has a variety of titles of non-fiction books, the librarian teacher will choose books from her library for her library
lessons. Also, after review, the librarian teacher will amend the book reports for better effectiveness.

3. This year, it is found that FnF e-Reader platform doesn’t have enough stock of books to satisfy the needs of our pupils. For developing RaC, the variety of non-fiction books is also limited,
therefore, the panel is now looking for a new platform which can better fit the needs of the school.

4. To accomplish STEAM education and RaC, the GS themes will be matched again with the titles of the new e-reader platform. More than that, the panel will consider assigning a non-fiction book
for each level to read during long holiday.

5. The STEAM Day for P1 was a great success this year, with the opening of STEAM Floor, this activity will be kept and refined next year.

The NET successfully revised the HFW lists for P1-
P3 and they were used in both Reading and GE
lessons. As observed, the new sets of HFW were more
suitable for the level of our students. However, due to
Covid-19, the introduction of HFW was done in the 1%
term only, it was ceased in the 2™ term.

As the school suspended until the mid of June, reading
assessment was cancelled because of the limited time
and social distancing order.

For phonics teaching, the NET teachers planned to
teach more letter sounds this year as recommended in
the last evaluation. Also, the subject teachers had a
consensus on the extension of the letter sounds
learned from the reading to GE lessons. With this
practice, pupils could have a deeper understanding of
the sounds and learn to use them in more contexts.
This year, the NET used Bounce Patrol videos,
phonics WS, i-pads (STARFALL), Jolly Phonics
songs and stories to consolidate phonics learning.
During class suspension, the NET made 6 phonics
videos which were supplied with mini books for
pupils to fill in at home.

In Student Stakeholder Survey, 51% of the pupils
agreed that they often read materials outside the class.
This figure shows the performance of P4-6 in this area
only. While referring to the survey on FnF online
reading, the scoring and number of books read by the
senior pupils are much lower than the junior. The data
indicates clearly that the senior pupils need to read
more on their own. In independent and home reading,
there is still room for improvement.

As reflected by the subject teachers, “The Lion, the
Witch and the Wardrobe” is too difficult for our P5 and
P6 in terms of the plot and language, whereas “The
Giving Tree” is recommended to be used in P3 for its
simple language. Therefore, classic reader list will be
edited for next year.

On e-Reader platform, Talent stamps were awarded to
pupils monthly if they could reach the target scores.
According to the student survey, 94% of the pupils
agreed that they were encouraged to read by the Talent
Stamps.

Each pupil was sponsored with a complimentary
reader by FnF Club for home reading. Due to the
shortage of time, the planned survey hasn’t been done.
The readers were on environmental issues and
illustrated with pictures, hoping that pupils could be
more aware of environmental protection and get more
exposure in English.

Reflection and suggestions
Hopefully the threat of Covid-19 will decline in the new term, the reading assessment can be carried out again in P1 to P3 so that pupils’ reading levels can be known.

To prepare for any school suspension in future, the NET is going to revise the phonic teaching books. If school is suspended, pupils will learn phonics with the learning videos and revised

phonics activity books at home.
During school suspension, the NET produced 40 fun reading and 4 variety show videos. They are valuable assets of the panel and should be re-used again.

As time has to be reserved for the classic reader and QEF Coding Programme in PAC and 4D, it is unlikely to keep Reading Marathon in them next year.

In response to the suggestion by the Focus Inspection Team, Chinese meaning will be removed away from the vocabulary in OELL.

To help enhance pupils’ reading ability, Classic Readers will be extended to P2 and P3 as well. To enhance pupils’ interests, different learning activities will be designed and used in
lessons. And as the stories provide very real contexts for writing, at least one writing task would be designed and used in each level.

From the data in FnF e-Reader platform, the senior students are not keen on online reading, some strategies have to be used to change their habits so that their reading ability can be

enhanced.

According to the teaching schedules and meeting
records, P4-6 trimmed 25% of the GE curriculum
early in the term and all proposed curriculum were
covered despite the school suspension in the 2" term.

Reflected by the subject teachers, as more time was
spent on the classic readers, a further reduction in the
GE curriculum might be needed. Next year, if classic
readers are to be taught in P2 and P3, they have to
trim their GE curriculum as well.

Though the curriculum was trimmed, in Stakeholder
Survey, 100% of the teachers agreed that they often

teach students learning strategies, which meant to be
more essential than content.

59%.
