As our teachers found that the teaching materials provided by the
publisher were not fit for our students, so they developed some
tailor-made resources this year. School-based activity books were
designed or amended from P2 to P6 to enrich the knowledge and
extend the learning.

From the Curriculum Survey conducted by the PSMCD at the end
of the term, over 95% of the parents agreed that classic readers
should be taught in English Subject. Though the subject panel
haven’t carried out the student survey this year. In some levels, like
P3, students usually were engaged in this lesson. They liked
listening to the story told by the teachers.

In APASO (1.5 Opportunity), same as last year, 95% of the students
agreed that they can learn useful and important knowledge at
school. It implies that students thought what they learned from
the classic readers are useful and wanted to learn from the classic
readers.

Reflection and Suggestions

1. To enrich the language ability and promote moral education, the QEF Reading Project “Building Core Values through Reading and Understanding” has to be re-run again next year in P2
and P3..

2.  The Friday Morning Reading lessons have to be resumed next year. In order to match the core value of the year, the librarian teacher can help in choosing books for the NET and ELTAs
to share in the class.

3. Asthe P3 fun day was a success, it is suggested to re-run the fun day again next year.

4.  Regarding the classic reader teaching, to ensure the smoothness and effectiveness of the teaching next year, the panel chairs may need to seek the support from Wiseman, the publisher
for some advice and resources. More than that, the teaching of classic readers especially “Narnia’ may need to be re-focused because a lot of students met difficulties in this classic
reader.

In APASO (Praises), 52% of the students agreed that if they are
praised by their teachers, their performance would be the
best. The percentage (52%) was near to the original target
(55%). It is hoped that with the encouragement of the
teachers, their performance in videotaping can be stretched
further.

Videos are good evidence for students’ performance. With
better IT knowledge and skills nowadays, videotaping would
not be an unachievable task now. The panel should further
promote this type of assignment among different levels next
year.

All teachers joined the training workshop arranged by the
publisher in August. According to the original schedule, Raz-
Kids was introduced to students in October. Both of the above
were achieved.

Before reading, students had to complete a placement test.
Then they were placed at a reading level. With this
information, students were able to find books that matched
with their reading ability. However, some students reflected
that the level of books assigned to them were not appropriate
due to the reason that the placement test was highly guided by

their parents or they were not given enough time to it.

Before the long holidays, subject teachers would assign 3 to 4
books for their classes to read. Therefore, 100% of the students
read at least 1 book on Raz-Kids this year. In other school days,
students were encouraged to read on their own interests.

The platform record shows that there were 27,468 books read
by the whole school which means in average each pupil read
more than 40 books.

Reflection and Suggestions
1. In the QEF Coding Project, new members should be recruited into the core team so that the English teaching team can further be strengthened with the new teaching pedagogy. For
bettering students’ learning, it is suggested that the less capable students can be granted with the same opportunity in using coding to learn.

2. Same to the Co-spaces Project, based on the experiences we gained this year, it can be run again in P.5 in the coming year.

3. It is commonly agreed that video-making is a very effective learning consolidation and extension. Next year, the panel may need to have more discussion and consensus on using video-
making as assignments.

4, As the pandemic situation is getting stable, a reading reward scheme can be launched again to encourage students to read on Raz-Kids.

5. To help promote STEAM, non-fiction books should continue to be promoted with the assistance of the school library. If there is space in the school calendar, the P1 Steam Invention

Reflection and Suggestions
1.  The writing packages were tried in lessons this year. Therefore, fine refinement needs to be done before next year. For bettering students’ writing performance, the refinement cycle
has to be carried on for several years.

2. For the P5 writing enhancement groups, the panel has to further explore more for the effective teaching modes.

3. For classic reader teaching, it functions more than language enhancement in the subject, it also helps in moral and religious education. In the clash and competition of teaching time,
teachers have to make consensus on some target lessons or extended activities so that both of the above objectives can be achieved.

4, It is foreseeable that the pandemic would be stabilized next year, the activity books for classic readers have to be amended accordingly.
