1. Purpose

Reflection and suggestions:

3.1.1 Data from in the Stakeholder survey, the appraisal form and the peer lesson observation form reflects part of the whole picture. Next year, data can be collected from the pupils and a
question can be set in the school-based survey.

3.1.2 “Building Core Values through Reading and Understanding” will be further developed to nurture pupils with the core values and positive emotions. It is suggested that the stories on the
CEO platform can be integrated into the normal readers lesson in the 2" term after finishing the Classic Reader “The Boy who Cried ‘I Promise’”. An ECA group ‘Life Angels Learn English’
will be formed only for P3 pupils. In the group, reading materials and activities will be used to teach all the 5 Catholic Core values ‘Love / Life/ Family/ Truth and Justice’.

3.1.3 To nurture pupils with the core values and 6 virtues, ELTAs will continue share read storybooks containing the virtues and moral values with the books in our school library. This

year because of the pandemic situation in the 2" term, some stories could not be shared. Those books can be shared in 2022-2023. However, this year the language level of the books suit more
KS2 than KS1. Next year, the sharing levels can be aligned with the book levels or more KS1 books should be purchased for KS1 .

3.1.4 Meanwhile, the Classic Readers lessons will be further consolidated in P2 to P6. Activity sheets will be used to allow expressions of feelings and ideas in response to texts

and characters.
3.1.5 Based on experience of this year and the limited time in the post exam period, it is suggested that the activity will be carried out in each class next year with the same flow of programme run

down so that students have more time to share before writing their ideas on the leaves and apples.

Reflection and suggestions:
3.2.1 To develop blended learning, enhance teacher’s professionalism and raise interaction in class, teachers can further develop the lesson design skills as only 58.3% of the pupils agree with the

point ‘Arrange group discussion and oral presentation as learning activities in class’. This may be due to limited teaching time in half day school and the social distancing awareness, not many
physical group work could be planned this year. Next year, if the situation allows, the focus can be more on arranging physical group discussion.

Meanwhile, 63.7% of the pupils agree that ‘I know how to use learning methods such as Pre-Lesson tasks, concept maps, tool books and online resources, teachers may teach pupils explicitly how
the pre-Lesson tasks relate to the while lesson task or how the use of online resources benefit their learning.

Based on the teacher’s observation, Class 4A students were able to go through the whole Scratch package (WS 1-4) by themselves while Class 4B-D needed guidance especially Class C-D who
needed very controlled guidance. Also, the topic ‘directions’ appeared in the 2™ term so it should be smoother to have the plan implemented in 2™ term if the project be sustained next year. In
view of this, we propose this project will be implemented in 2™ term while the Scratch techniques will be covered in the CS curriculum in Term 1. Moreover, Class A and B will cover the whole
package while Class C and D will go through the learning steps only without requiring them to remix one by themselves. Instead, they can focus on designing a new map in Sentence Making and
create their own route at the end so that their creativity can still be enhanced.

3.2.3 The eTalent Stamps scheme is a success, the calculation requirement can be further refined so that teachers can use the system more effectively.

3.2.4 P.3-6 pupils are encouraged to record short presentations or performance videos with open topics. There are more pupils handed in their work when compared to that of last year, by
observation, pupils who handed in the SDL videos has further enhanced their language presentation skills as well as their confidence. It provides a good model for others to follow. This practice
can be continued. It is suggested a school-based video taking competition can be employed to motivate more students to submit their SDL videos.

3.2.5 English department has collaborated with GS department to teach P.1 vocabulary of the car parts under the theme ‘Magnetic car’. From the feedback of the teachers, the
vocabulary taught this year can be more generic so it is suggested to be refined next year.

Reflection and suggestions:

3.3.1 Since the suspension of classes and the change of schedule after the class resumption, the reading rate of the assigned RaC books was relatively low. Next year, the RaC monthly books

should be assigned as scheduled.

3.3.3 To enhance pupils’ writing performance, 4 resource packs in the writing packages were developed at each level. Most teachers expressed that the materials could fit a tier of learners so some

classes refined the materials before using them. The designed resource packs should be further refined next year.
3.3.5 To cater for the needs of the lower ability pupils in P.6, 2 groups of marginal pupils were chosen to join the Listening Skills Enhancement Programme. However, SDL mode is not suitable

for this group of marginal pupils who needed more intensive guidance than expected.
3.3.6 To stretch the writing ability of Class A pupils, a small group of proficient learners was picked out. This is the 2™ year of the same group of pupils to be trained as a pull out group. An
obvious improvement was seen in the 2" year than in the 1% year. If man-power allows, it is suggested that a 2-year training should be provided which is more beneficial than 1-year programme.

3.3.8 To Increase the individual or group speaking time for conversation with the ELTAs, 4AB-6AB students were arranged to chat with ELTAs in pairs. Based on the observation, Class A pupils
improved more as they were more confident in interacting with the ELTAs. Meanwhile, Class B pupils progressed steadily and usually bigger improvement can be seen only after a longer period
of time. Thus, this practice should be continued.

3.3.9 An in-house musical show was performed by 4A and 5A respectively at the end of the term. Based on the observation of the weekly practice on zoom these 2 years, EMI was hard to
maintain pupil’s attention on zoom. It is hoped that pupils can have in-person training next year as the immersion of the language environment is the initial objective of the initiative.

3.3.10 ELTAs have produced SDL videos for pupil to learn at home. They are precious resources. This practice can be continued.
